G: POLICY ITEMS:
1. Amber Union - DEED Grant

Administrator Thongvanh
The Amber Union project is moving forward with the affordable housing component. They
have obtained a number of cleanup grants and applied for bonding from the State.

Interim Community Development Coordinator, Ryan Krzos

The specific programs we are requesting resolutions and letters of support on are the Met
Council grant, and the Ramsey County grant, both of which would go towards asbestos
abatement. The Home grant application would be for general funding for acquisition. Staff is
recommending approval of both resolutions and the letter of support, which would go into
preparation of the grant application.

Administrator Thongvanh
Council members should have two resolutions- R20-45 and R20-46.

Council Member Leehy motioned to approve both resolutions, provide a letter of support, and
authorize the City Administrator to execute necessary documents, Approved 5-0.

2. Beekeeping Ordinance

Interim Community Development Coordinator, Ryan Krzos

The ordinance establishes the number of bees that can be kept on site, a permitting process that
considers allergy concerns, and setbacks for equipment. Both the Environment and Planning
Commissions have reviewed the ordinance and recommended approval.

Council Member Andrews
The Environment Commission is excited about this ordinance and encouraging residential
beekeeping and promoting pollinators.

Council Member Andrews motioned to approve Ordinance 20-05 and the Summary Ordinance,
Approved 5-0.

Administrator Thongvanh
Once the ordinance is published, it will become effective.
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Mayor Gustafson
Staff will need to create forms to permit beekeeping, but residents will probably be able to begin
beekeeping in 2021.

3. The Hendrickson PUD Amendment

Interim Community Development Coordinator, Ryan Krzos

The ordinance in front of you is to approve the amendment to the PUD. The specific change that
is being requested is a ground cover on the East side of the property. The original plans
included pavers under the turf grass, but as the property was built they were not installed. The
pavers were planned to allow access for fire or light duty utility buildings. Upon consulting
with fire officials, the pavers are not seen as necessary. The ordinance would eliminate the
requirement of the owner to construct that feature.

The Planning Commission held a public hearing in September and recommended approval of
the ordinance. Staff are also recommending approval.

Motion to approve the ordinance and summary ordinance by Mayor Gustafson.
Approved, 5-0.
4. City Logo

Administrator Thongvanh

The City logo redesign has grown out of an effort to reimagine the City’s previous logo and
make it less aggressive and more reminiscent of the welcoming city we are working to be. The
colors are still black and green, but the green is a lighter hue than the previous City logo.
Council Member Leehy has been involved in this process.

Council Member Andrews
I am glad we were able to make it welcoming, since that is one of our priorities.

Administrator Thongvanh
We will slowly roll this out, in terms of feasibility. We have the old logo on everything,
including banners, some street signs, letterhead, city vehicles, etc.

Council Member Andrews moved to approve the redesign of the City logo.
Approved, 5-0.

H. INFORMATION/ ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Council Member Wehyee
The CEC meets next week, the Subcommittee on Inclusion also meets next week. Hopefully
we'll get the first Community Conversation on the calendar.
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Council Member Miazga

The Minnesota House is reconvening this week to take up the bonding bill, the City is included
in it for the community park. Also a thank you from NYFS, I communicated to the organization
that they were an entity we were considering for CARES funding.

Council Member Leehy

The Parks and Recreation Commission met last week and will be meeting in November, the
meetings are public. We had discussion with the Sheriff last month, but recently we’ve seen an
increase in car jackings, car thefts, and assaults. Residents should keep vehicles locked, homes
locked, and cars locked.

Council Member Andrews
We had an Environment Commission meeting, and the Garden Subcommittee met for the last
time. The garden ordinance will come before council in November.

Mayor Gustafson

The Planning Commission will meet on Tuesday, October 27 at 7:00pm for a live meeting at
City Hall. There will be a public hearing for the garden ordinance. The following day, the
Council will meet at 7:00pm at City Hall for a public hearing on the Pavement Management
Program. The program includes 3.8 miles of city roads.

The RFIs for fire services were
sent to neighboring communities. We've started hearing back from some departments. The
Community Conversations planning group will meet next week and set dates for the events this
fall.

This will be a
public process with public hearings, council meetings, and other public events in the future.

Description On September 23, 2020, the City Council received the feasibility report for the
2021 Pavement Management Project (PMP) and ordered the public hearing for
October 28, 2020. Prior to opening the hearing, City staff will present general
information regarding construction, standards, and assessments that apply for
this project.

Attached is an amended Feasibility Report which includes updated costs based
on revised storm sewer costs.

Following Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 429, notice of the public hearing must be
posted twice prior to the meeting; this was done in the St Paul Pioneer Press on
October 14, 2020 and October 21, 2020. A notice was also sent to each property
proposed to be assessed as a part of this project.

Once the hearing is closed, the next step in the process is for the City Council to
order the improvements and preparation of plans and specifications.

The following is a brief summary of proposed improvements; for more detail,
please reference the feasibility report. The following streets have been identified
to be considered for improvements in 2021:

e Tatum St, Larpenteur Ave to Roselawn Ave

e Lindig St, Larpenteur Ave to Cul-de-sac

e Fry St, Larpenteur Ave to Maple Knoll Dr

e Saint Marys St, Larpenteur Ave to Maple Knoll Dr
e West Snelling Dr, Hoyt Ave to Hollywood Ct alley
e East Snelling Dr, Idaho Ave to dead end

e Asbury St, Crawford Ave to Roselawn Ave

e Arona St, Crawford Ave to Roselawn Ave

e Simpson St, Crawford Ave to Roselawn Ave

e Ruggles St, East Snelling Service Dr to Pascal St

e Pascal St, Larpenteur Ave to Roselawn Ave

Street Improvements:

The recommended improvements for the streets were based on existing
conditions of the pavement. All of the streets are proposed for bituminous mill
and overlay with the exception of East Snelling Service Drive. Mill and overlay
involves grinding the top two inches of existing asphalt surface and replacing that
with new pavement which eliminates cracking and provides a smoother surface
and adds life back to the roadway.

East Snelling Service Drive will have the pavement completely replaced and the
east curb line will be pushed to the east approximately 2.5 feet. This will make the
road wider to better accommodate parking and plowing.

All of the roadways will be repaved to match the existing roadway widths with
the exception of East Snelling Service Drive as mentioned above. Existing curb
and gutter will remain in place, with the exception of isolated areas that need
repairs to replace damaged or sunken curb.

All sidewalk curb ramps will be upgraded to meet latest American with
Disabilities Act (ADA) standards as part of the project.

Sidewalk Improvements:

The existing sidewalk on East Snelling Service Drive will be replaced in the same
location with the same width. It is proposed to be replaced due to the poor
condition.

Parking modifications:
No parking changes are associated with this project.

Storm Drainage and Storm Water Quality Improvements:
In order to address street flooding that has occurred around near the cul-de-sac
on Lindig, two options for storm sewer improvements are proposed.

Option 1 is to install two additional catch basins to help inlet capacity. This will
help alleviate some street flooding and if flooding does occur should reduce the
time the street is flooded. This cost is estimated to be $20,000.

Option 2 is to install an infiltration basin. This would increase storage and reduce
flow into the storm sewer system. This cost is estimated to be $70,000.

Based on feedback to date from residents, staff would recommend including
option 1 with the street improvements.
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Other storm drainage system improvements are relatively minor and include
maintenance on selected storm sewer manholes and catch basins.

Sanitary Sewer System Improvements:

The sanitary sewer system improvements are relatively minor and include
replacement of all sanitary sewer castings. The majority of the sanitary sewer was
lined previously.

Water System Improvements:
The water system is owned and operated by St. Paul Regional Water Services
(SPRWS). They have no planned improvements at this time.

Budget Impact

This project has the following financial implications for the city and property
owners along the streets being considered for maintenance:

o Assessments levied in accordance with the City’s assessment policy.

o Use of Municipal State Aid (MSA), and street infrastructure funds to pay the
City’s portion of the project.

» Expenditure of utility fund dollars to pay for repairs needed to the existing
utility system.

INTRODUCTION
This preliminary feasibility report outlines the proposed 2021 Pavement Management Project.

This report consists of a detailed investigation of the streets proposed for improvements, listed below. A
map showing the street locations can be found in Appendix A:

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2021 Pavement Management Project September 23, 2020 Feasibility Report
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The proposed project involves mill and overlay, spot curb replacement and utility improvements. As has
been discussed during development of the CIP, the City Council has expressed the desire to complete
maintenance on City streets that, if neglected for too long, would need to be reconstructed. The proposed
2021 PMP achieves this, while also maintaining a neighborhood approach. The neighborhood approach
minimizes the inconveniences residents experience due to construction.

Utility improvements for the project include the repair of selected storm sewer manholes and catch
basins. The watermain system is owned and operated by St. Paul Regional Water Services and they have
not identified any watermain in the project area that they will be replacing as part of this project.

The total project cost for Falcon Heights is estimated to be $1,165,700, which includes engineering,
contingencies and overhead costs. Funding for the project will be provided through assessments from the
benefitting properties, stormwater utility funds, sanitary utility funds, street infrastructure funds, and
Municipal State Aid (MSA) funds.

It is expected that if these improvements are approved, the work will be completed during the 2021
construction season. The project was initiated by council/staff as part of the City’s Pavement Management
Program.

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EXISTING CONDITIONS

General Comments

Falcon Heights’ pavement management system utilizes a pavement condition index (PCl) rating of 0 to
100. This rating is based on surficial pavement observations. Street condition ratings are divided into
three categories: “adequate” (66 t0100), “marginal” (36 to 65) and “problem” (0 to 35). Generally, the
indices correspond to a level of most cost effective improvement as follows: problem = Reclaim Pavement;
marginal = Mill and Overlay. This rating system assists in prioritizing roadway improvements and
projecting costs for use in the City’s pavement management and capital improvements plan.

Actual levels of street improvements are determined by obtaining soil borings and a comprehensive
geotechnical evaluation report.

The project areas include single family, town homes, commercial and tax-exempt properties. The
neighborhoods are fully developed. All of the streets have concrete curb and gutter.

Special Considerations

A. Street Design
The streets within the proposed project vary from 28 feet to 34 feet in width. The right of way
width for the streets vary with the typically 60 feet.

B. Utility Conditions
City utilities located within the project limits include storm sewer, water, and sanitary sewer. A
summary of the City’s utilities are listed below. Private utilities include gas, electric, cable
television, and telephone.

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1. Sanitary Sewer System
A large portion of the sanitary sewers that are within the project areas have been lined
via the CIPP rehabilitation process. Based on televising records additional sewer mains
within the project area may be lined in the Spring before construction begins.

All sanitary sewer castings and rings within the project area will be replaced.

2. Storm Sewer System/ Drainage

Various storm sewer repairs will be made to existing catch basins and storm sewer
manholes as part of this project. There may be some catch basins added to help
alleviate poor drainage as part of this project as well. This will be determined during the
preliminary design stage of the project.

Lindig Street: There have been drainage issues at the Lindig St cul-de-sac during large
and short intense rainfalls. After looking at the drainage, the long flow length floods the
gutter line to the point where the two catch basins in the cul-de-sac can’t keep

pace. Also, if there is any debris blocking the inlets, capacity is even further reduced. To
mitigate this issue, the first option is to add a pair of catch basins upstream of the
existing catch basins to improve inlet capacity. The storm sewer appears to function as
intended in a 10-year storm. The second proposed modification is to add an infiltration
basin with a ponding depth of approx. one foot. This would allow high water in the cul-
de-sac to drain through a curb cut into the basin, and infiltrate through the sandy

soils. A new manhole would be installed at the edge of the basin to act as a secondary
overflow. The total estimate cost for option one, adding additional catch basins, is
$20,000. To further improve drainage by adding the infiltration basin, option two,
additional costs of $55,000 to $70,000 are estimated. Staff would recommend option
one be implemented. Option two could be implemented as well or also be implemented
at a later date with no impact to the street improvements.

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PROPOSED CONSTRUCTION

General Comments

The main scope of the project for all streets will be pavement resurfacing. Some spot curb repairs will be
made to fix broken curb. Additionally, ADA curb ramps will be updated if they are within the project
area. Some sidewalk panels will also be replaced if they are in poor condition.

Due to the pavement condition a mill and overlay has been determined as the method of pavement
construction for the majority of the streets. This process involves the removal of all the top layer of
bituminous pavement. Then new layer of bituminous will placed down to bring the road back to the
current grade.

East Snelling service drive is proposed to have a full depth mill and overlay which involves the complete
replacement of the pavement. Spot curb repair and various storm sewer improvements will be done as
well.

City staff received comments of a vehicle speeding concern along Tatum Street. A speed study was
completed and is included in the appendix of this report. The results show an 85" percentile speed of
between 29.4-31.2 mph. The 85" percentile value represents the speed at which 85 percent of the
vehicle traffic is going at or below. This value us also important because by state standards this is the
value by which the speed limit for a street is set. The study shows us that the majority of the vehicles are
following the speed limit. If Council would like to reduce overall speeds on this segment, staff could look
further into traffic calming options.

ESTIMATED COSTS AND PROPOSED FUNDING

Proposed project costs for the 2021 PMP Improvement Project (including bituminous streets, storm
sewer, and restoration) are summarized below. The cost estimate is based on recent construction projects
of similar character and assumes that the proposed improvements would begin in 2021. Actual costs will
be determined through competitive bids following final design for the project. Therefore, the actual costs
will be dependent upon the market conditions that exist at the time of the bidding.

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The proposed project is eligible for assessments according to the City of Falcon Heights Assessment Policy.
Per City Policy, a portion of the street improvements will be assessed to the benefitting properties. Along
with assessments, street costs will be financed through the Street Infrastructure Fund and Municipal State
Aid. Typically, only roads that have been added to the City’s Municipal State Aid system (MSA) are eligible
for funding through the City’s portion of state gas tax revenues. However, the City of Falcon Heights has
a Certified Municipal State Aid Street system. As a result, the City can use MSA funds to pay for the City’s
portion of the project costs.

Utility improvements will be funded from the appropriate infrastructure fund, and are not assessable.

Assessments will be levied to the benefitting properties as outlined in Minnesota State Statute Chapter
429 and the City’s Assessment Policy, which is summarized below. The assessed amount is levied on a
front footage basis.

Assuming this project is completed by fall 2021, the final assessment amount would be determined
following an assessment hearing in the fall of 2021 and a thorough review of the proposed assessments
by the Council.

Approve the 2021 Sanitary Sewer Lining Agreement with the City of Roseville for
the 2021 Sanitary Sewer Lining Project

Description

The City of Roseville and the City of Falcon Heights will be cooperating on the
rehabilitation of various sanitary sewer lines throughout both cities. This project
will consists of installing a Cast-In-Place Pipe in the existing sewer line in order
to rehabilitate the line.

This agreement will detail the costs for the project between the two cities and
allow Roseville to be reimbursed for construction costs incurred as a result of the
project. Roseville staff time spent on this project will be proportionately billed to
Falcon Heights based on the current Joint Powers Agreement with for
engineering services. Both Roseville and Falcon Heights City Attorneys have
reviewed the contract.

Budget Impact

The estimated cost for Falcon Heights’s portion of the project is $200,000. The
City of Roseville will invoice the City of Falcon Heights for the actual project as
described in the Joint Powers Agreement. This work will be paid using Sanitary
Sewer Utility funds.

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2021 SANITARY SEWER LINING AGREEMENT

Dated as of , 2020
This Agreement is made on , 2020, between the City of Roseville, a
Minnesota municipal corporation ("Roseville"), and the City of Falcon Heights, a Minnesota
municipal corporation ("Falcon Heights").

1. PURPOSE

Roseville and Falcon Heights (Collectively the "Cities") have determined that it is in the
best interests of the residents of each city to undertake in a cooperative fashion the lining of
sanitary sewer main lines (the "Project"). The goal of the Cities is to provide for a coordinated cost
effective completion of the Project. The purpose of this agreement is to set forth the terms
governing the design and construction of the Project.

2. PROJECT
2.1 The Project shall consist of the facilities identified in Exhibit A hereto, subject to
modification as provided herein.
2.2 The costs of the Project will be paid by the Cities as provided in Section 5.1 hereof.

3. DESIGN

3.1 Roseville, will prepare, or have prepared, engineering drawings, specifications and
construction plans for the Project. The construction plans will include a cost estimate. The
final cost estimate will include all costs associated with the Project as well as a contingency
budget for unforeseeable circumstances associated with the construction. Roseville will
comply with any requirements of Minnesota law with respect to approvals of such plans
and specifications.

3.2 Final construction plans, engineering drawings, specifications and cost estimates will be
submitted to each Falcon Heights City Administrator for approval prior to releasing the
Project for bidding.

4. CONSTRUCTION

4.1 If final construction plans and specifications are approved by each city council, Roseville
shall proceed with construction of the Project. Roseville will advertise for bids in
accordance with the requirements of the municipal contracting law.

4.2 Prior to awarding construction contracts Roseville will review the bids received with
Falcon Heights. If the contracts exceed the cost estimates contained in the construction
plans (including a contingency budget) previously approved by the Cities by 20% or more
the bids will be approved individually by each city council or the project may not proceed.

4.3 Roseville will be the contracting party and will use ordinary and prudent efforts to require
that the Project is constructed in compliance with approved plans and specifications and
completed with reasonable promptness.

4.4 Roseville will notify Falcon Heights of any change order which increases the cost of any
individual construction contract for the Project by more than $5,000 of the original amount
thereof or which materially changes the scope of the Project. Roseville shall obtain the
written authorization of Falcon Heights prior to approving such a change order. However,
prior written authorization is not necessary if the change order presents imminent
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health/safety issues making prior authorization impractical. In such cases, the change order
shall be seasonably presented to Falcon Heights for ratification. Falcon Heights must not
unreasonably withhold its consent to change orders resulting from unforeseen
circumstances arising from the construction.

5. PAYMENT OF COSTS OF PROJECT

5.1 The cost of the Project will be categorized based on ownership of the infrastructure and
charged to the Cities accordingly. Costs will include, but not be limited to, the services
identified in Article 6 hereof, all costs related to obtaining all necessary permits and
approvals for the Project, costs incurred in agreements, and any and all other costs
associated with the Project.

5.2 All invoices or requests for payment will be approved and paid by Roseville. Within 10
days of the end of each calendar month, Roseville shall provide a statement to Falcon
Heights showing the prior month's activity, the invoices received, the full costs of services
provided by Roseville staff, and the amount Falcon Heights owes to Roseville for the
Project and for items outside of the Project. Within 30 days of the receipt of that statement,
Falcon Heights shall pay that amount to Roseville or provide in writing a list and
explanation of any amounts it disputes and pay the undisputed amount. Any disputes
regarding payment shall be resolved through the dispute resolution process contained in
Article 7 hereof.

5.3 If this Agreement is terminated under Section 8 hereof, both cities shall nevertheless be
liable for the payment of their cost share which is incurred up to the date of termination of
this Agreement, or as a result of termination of this Agreement.

6. SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED BY ROSEVLLLE

6.1 Roseville will provide qualified engineering employees to perform street and utility design
and related technical services to the Project. These services include:
Complete design;
Acquire required permits and approvals;
Prepare plans and specifications;
Manage contracts made for completion of the Project and for items outside the Project;
Supervise construction, including inspection of the work;
Conduct construction surveying;
Prepare as- built drawings;
Design utilities, as required;

6.2 Roseville may, at its discretion, contract with a qualified third party to conduct or complete
any or all of these services. Roseville employees shall be billed at their direct salary
expenses, including benefits and applicable overhead.

7. DISPUTE RESOLUTION
7.1 If a dispute arises between the Cities regarding this agreement or the construction of the
Project, the City Manager and City Administrator of each city, or their designees, must
promptly meet and attempt in good faith to negotiate a resolution of the dispute.
7.2 If the Cites have not negotiated a resolution of the dispute within 30 days after this meeting,
the Cities may jointly select a mediator to facilitate further discussion.
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7.3 If a mediator is not used or if the Cities are unable to resolve the dispute within 30 days
after the first meeting with the selected mediator, the dispute shall be adjudicated in civil
court.

8. GENERAL PROVISIONS
8.1 All notices under this agreement must be delivered personally or sent by first class mail
addressed to:

notice to the other party.

8.2 This Agreement shall terminate if either City fails to approve the construction plans for the
Project.

8.3 This Agreement may be amended only in writing, executed by the proper representatives
of each city.

8.4 This Agreement must be interpreted under the laws of the State of Minnesota.
